Retaining Architectural Value and Improving Load Capacity – 
Replacement of Mercer County Bridge No. 330.5 

The original Rosedale Bridge had an arch shaped superstructure with stone facing and cap stone on 
the parapets. The architectural characteristics of the original bridge complemented the park like setting. 
Since the existing bridge was categorized as structurally deficient, a new bridge was mandated by the 
County.  The design of the new bridge strived to retain the architectural value of the original.

FROM THE NORTH  

Garden State Parkway South 
To exit 130 bearing right onto Route 1 South. Follow to Interstate 287 North. Follow to Exit 2B (Route 27 South, 
New Brunswick). Bear right onto Route 27 South. Pines Manor is a half-mile on the right. 

Interstate 287 South 
Follow to Exit 3 (Metuchen-New Durham). Make a right off the exit onto New Durham Road. At the first light, 
make a left onto Talmadge Road. Go through the first light and prior to the second traffic light, the side entrance 
of the Pines Manor will be on your left. 

New Jersey Turnpike South 
To exit 10. Follow signs to Interstate 287 North. Follow to Exit 2B (Route 27 South, New Brunswick). Bear right 
onto Route 27 South. Pines Manor is a half-mile on the right. 

Route 1 South 
Follow to Interstate 287 North. Follow to Exit 2B (Route 27 South, New Brunswick). Bear right onto Route 27 
South. Pines Manor is a half-mile on the right. 

FROM NEW YORK 

Staten Island 
Take 440 South over the Outer bridge Crossing. Route 440 South becomes Interstate 287 North. Follow to Exit 
2B (Route 27 South, New Brunswick). Bear right onto Route 27 South. Pines Manor is a half-mile on the right. 

New York City 
Take either the George Washington Bridge, the Holland Tunnel, or the Lincoln Tunnel, to NJ Turnpike South. 
Get off at Exit 10. Follow signs to Interstate 287 North. Go about two miles to Exit 2B (Route 27 South, New 
Brunswick). Bear right onto Route 27 South. Pines Manor is a half-mile on the right. 

FROM THE SOUTH 

Garden State Parkway North 
To Exit 127. Take Interstate 287 North and follow to Exit 2B (Route 27 South, New Brunswick). Bear right onto 
Route 27 South. Pines Manor is a half-mile on the right. 

Interstate 287 North 
Follow to Exit 2B (Route 27 South, New Brunswick). Bear right onto Route 27 South. Pines Manor is a half-mile 
on the right. 

Route 1 North 
To the Plainfield Ave. jug handle. Cross over Route 1 and go to the second traffic light, which is Route 27 
(Lincoln Highway). Make a right onto Route 27 North. Go four traffic lights and Pines Manor will be on the left. 

New Jersey Turnpike North 
To Exit 10. Follow signs to Interstate 287 North. Follow to Exit 2B (Route 27 South, New Brunswick). Bear right 
onto Route 27 South. Pines Manor is a half-mile on the right.
